Safety Notes

WARNING : A CHILD'S SAFETY IS YOUR RESPONSIBILITY

WARNING : Never leave your child unattended. It may be dangerous.

WARNING : This product is not suitable for running or skating.

WARNING : To avoid injury, ensure that your child is kept away when unfolding and folding of this product.

* Before assembling, verify that the product and all its components have not been subject to
damages during transport. Should this be the case, do not use the product and keep it out of
reach of children.

* Ensure that all locking devices are engaged before use.

* Do not let your child play with this product.

= Always use the restraint system.

= User this product to transport one child only per seat.

* Do not use the product, unless all its components are properly fastened and adjusted.

= Never place the product close to stairs or steps.

* Avoid inserting fingers inside mechanisms.

* Do not use replacement parts or accessories other than those approved by mumuv as they may
render the product unsafe.

* Do not leave the stroller/carrycot on a slope when the child is seated in it, even if the brake is
engaged. Brake efficiency is limited on high gradients.

= Before use, make sure that the product is fully open, and that all locking and safety devices are
properly engaged.

* Any load attached to the product affects the stability of the frame. Maximum weight for objects
placed in basket is 3kg. It is absolutely forbidden to exceed recommended maximum weight.

* To prevent the stroller from becoming unstable, do not place parcels or accessory items
anywhere except in the storage basket and pockets provided. Do not hang items such as
shopping bags from the frame.

* Do not use stairs or escalators when the child is in the stroller/carseat /carrycot.

* Ensure your child wears a correctly fitted and adjusted harness at all times. D-rings are provided
on the existing harness for the attachment of a separate harness provided to BS EN 13210
should this be required.

* Always secure the child with the safety belts and never leave him unattended.

= Always use the safety belts as soon as your child can sit unaided.
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* Always use the crotch strap in combination with the waist belt.

* Never carry a second child on your stroller.

* Never leave rain covers on indoors, in a hot atmosphere or near a heat source as the baby could
overheat.

* Use the stroller with hood/sun cover always properly installed and open.

= Use the rain cover under adult supervision.

* Be aware of the risks related to open flames or other heat sources, such as radiators, fireplaces,
electric and gas stoves, etc. Do not leave the product close to these heated sources.

* Make sure that all possible risk sources (e.g. cables, electric wires, etc.) are kept out of reach of
the child.

* In case of prolonged exposure to sunlight, let the product become colder before using it.

* Ensure the folded stroller is stored away from children so that it does not fall and cause injury.

* Do not use the products if parts are broken or missing.

Care and Maintenance

* This stroller requires regular maintenance by the user.
* Regularly inspect the safety devices, such as locking devices, brakes, wheels, harness
assembly, seat adjusters, joints and fixtures to ensure the product’s functionality over time.
Do the use the product in the event of any malfunction and/or anomaly.
* Wipe the plastic and metal parts with a wet cloth or with a mild detergent. DO NOT use
abrasive, solvents, ammonia or bleach based or spirit type cleaners.

* Gently wipe the hood and the seat with a clean damp cloth. Dry thoroughly after cleaning.

* DO NOT wash the seat, the hood/canopy nor any other accessories in washing machine.
DO NOT dry them in clothes dryer.

* Follow the instructions on the cleaning and washing instructions of the fabric as stated on
the textile care label.

* Brakes and wheels are subject to wear and should be replaced if necessary.

* Never force any mechanism or moving parts; in case of doubt, check the instructions frst.

* Do not store the product if it is still wet and do not leave it in humid environments since
mildew may form.

» Store the product in a dry and or well ventilated area.

* Protect the product against atmospheric agents, water, rain, or snow.

* Avoid prolonged exposure to sunlight as this may cause color change in some materials.

* Should the product be used on the beach, carefully clean and dry the same in order to
remove sand and salt.

* Do not use spare parts or accessories not supplied or not approved by mumuv.

* Moving parts may be lubricated with WD-40 spray or other silicon coating products.
DO NOT use oil or grease based products. Regular lubrication lengthens the life of the stroller.

OPENING THE STROLLER

Fig. 2 : To unfold the stroller, press (b) WHILE releasing (a) sidways. Lift the stroller simultaneously until
the stroller unfolds and clicks into place.

WARNING : PLEASE ENSURE THE STROLLER HAS CLICKED INTO PLACE BEFORE USE OF THE STROLLER.

REAR WHEELS

Fig.3 : To enable the brake, step on the brake pedal (c) until a positive lock is heard. Check the brakes by
trying to push and pull the stroller. To release the brake, push up the pedal (c)

WARNING : ALWAYS ENGAGE THE BRAKE DURING STOPS. NEVER LEAVE CHILD UNATTENDED.
WARNING : PLEASE EXERCISE CAUTION WHILE ON STEEP SLOPE AS BRAKES MAY NOT FULLY WORK.

FRONT WHEELS

Fig.4 : Attach the front wheel assembly by inserting the front wheel assembly (d) into the wheel housing
(e) until it locks into place and you hear a positive click. Please check that the symbols “/A[] " match to
ensure the correct side is attached to the correct leg. Check that the wheel is securely attached by gently
pulling and pushing it in.

WARNING : THE STROLLER MAY COME FULLY ASSEMBLED AND NO STEP MAY BE REQUIRED.

Fig.5: To lock the front wheels, push down on the lock (f) as shown.
To allow the front wheels to swivel, push up the lock (f)

STORAGE BASKET

Fig. 6 : The basket can be attached or removed by hooking or unhooking the snap button(g). The
maximum weight allowed is 3kg.

CANOPY

Fig.7 : To adjust the canopy, extend the canopy (h) until desired coverage is reached.




BACKREST ADJUSTMENT

The backrest is designed to adjust to multiple positions.

Fig. 8 : To lower the backrest, press down on the locking button (i) on the recline mechanism (j) and let
the seat fall back to the position desired.

To raise the seat, press the locking button (i) on the recline mechanism and pull on the strap (j) while
raising the seat until the desired height is reached.

WARNING: BE SURE TO SUPPORT THE SEAT WHILE ADJUSTING THE BACKREST WHEN THE CHILD IS
SEATED IN THE STROLLER.

FRONT BUMPER BAR

Fig. 9 : Slide each end of the bumper bar (1) into the middle plastic joints (k) until both sides are locked
into place.Please ensure that the bumper bar (1) is attached according to the shape of the slot (k).

Fig.10 : To disengage the bumper bar, press down on the button (m) on each end, and slide upwards until
it is completed disengaged from the middle plastic joint.

WARNING : THE STROLLER IS DESIGNED TO FOLD AND UNFOLD WITH THE BUMPER BAR.

SAFETY HARNESS

The stroller is fitted with a secure five point harness and can be adjusted to fit an infant up to a child of 15kg.
Fig.11: To lock the buckle, align the two plastic pins (n) and push into the center lock until a positive click is
heard. To release the buckle, press the center plastic (0) to release the buckle. There are three slots (p) on
the backrest to allow adjustment of the shoulder harness heights. It is ftted at the lowest position by default.
Fig.12 : The fve point harness (p) can be removed or attached in the front through the slot in the base of the seat.
WARNING : TO AVOID SERIOUS INJURY FROM FALLING OR SLIDING OUT, ALWAYS SECURE YOUR
CHILD WITH HARNESS. DO NOT CROSS THE SHOULDER HARNESSES AS THIS WILL CREATE PRESSURE
ON THE NECK OF THE CHILD.

CLOSING THE STROLLER

Fig.13 : Push down the button (r) WHILE releasing the button (g) sideways to fold the stroller downwards.
Where necessary, attach the back of the canopy onto the seat for a more compact fold. The stroller is
designed to be automatically locked into place.
